You use the simple past to talk about an action that finished at a specific time in the past.

 Time words of the Simple Past

You gave me 10$ yesterday
If you want to be more precise, you can say yesterday morning, yesterday afternoon, or yesterday evening.

She played Scrabble with her friends last week.  (Last month, last year, last Christmas…)
(Last day is not good.  You must use “Yesterday”.

You said something funny 2 minutes ago (5 days ago, 10 months ago, 3 years ago…)


	To be
I was tired yesterday.
You were here yesterday.
He was absent yesterday.
She was sick yesterday.
It was OK yesterday.
We were happy yesterday.
They were alone yesterday.
	Other verbs
In the past, there are two kinds of verbs.  The REGULAR VERBS and the IRREGULAR VERBS.

REGULAR VERBS
With these verbs, you only put “D” or “ED” at the end of the verb.
Ex: 	I loved this book.
	You washed the dishes last night
	He decided to stay here.
	She followed you a minute ago.
	It snowed two days ago.
	We accepted the invitation.
	They liked the movie.

IRREGULAR VERBS
You will receive a list of irregular verbs.   Most of these verbs change completely when you conjugate them in the past.
(Verb to run) He ran in the street yesterday.
(Verb to eat) They ate sushi yesterday.
(Verb to go) She went to Toronto yesterday.
(Verb to do) We did all our homework.
(Verb to think) I thought about you yesterday
