ARTICLES
WHEN YOU SPEAK ABOUT SOMETHING IN GENERAL, USE « A » OR « AN » in the singular form.
In front of a Vowel (a, e, i, o, u)	 use AN 	Ex: 	An apple is round
								An elephant is big
In front of a consonant (b, c, d, f,… ) use A 	Ex: 	A banana is yellow.
Exceptions 1:  
When the consonant “H” is silent, you use “AN”.  
Ex.: 	it is AN honor to meet you!  An honorable man. An honest kid.
	I will see you in AN hour.
But, you use A when you pronounce the letter “H”.  A horse, A hospital,…
Exception 2:
When the letter “U” has the sound “YOU”, you use A.
Ex: 	A university
A universe
When the sound is not “YOU”, you use the article AN
An ugly cat
		An untidy room
In the plural Form
You don’t use any article.

Example:   	Elephants, everywhere in the world, are grey.
		Chairs, in general, are made to sit down.
		Chickens have no teeth.
WHEN YOU SPEAK ABOUT SOMETHING SPECIFIC, YOU USE “THE” in the plural and in the singular.

The man, who is eating an apple, is my brother.
The flowers, on my desk, are a gift from my mother.

_______ dog that walks in the street is Sophie’s dog.
_______ orange is a delicious Floridian fruit.
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
