THERE IS / THERE ARE
(Il y a ...)

There IS a cat outside (one cat = the verb is singular)

There ARE two cats outside (two cats or more = the verb is plural)

Negative form (2 possible negative forms)

There is no money in my pocket. OR There isn't any money.

There are no cats outside OR There aren't any cats outside.
