7. Origin (French, American, Japanese, etc.)
8. Material (wooden, plastic, metal, etc.)
9. Purpose (writing as in “writing desk”, racing as in “racing car”, etc.)

For example:
A lovely small round old green French wooden writing desk.
Two beautiful tall chubby young blond girls.
