	RECTANGLE 10   SIMPLE PRESENT TENSE

In the simple present, the verb does not change when you conjugate it.  Except, with the 3rd person singular (He, She, It), you put and “S” and the end of the verb.
Examples:	 I run fast (the verb does not change with the 1st person singular)
		He eats slowly (The verb takes and “S” with the 3rd person singular)
		They often speak English in class (the verb does not change with the 3rd person plural.
		Sandra (she) loves pizza. (The verb takes and “S” with the 3rd person singular)

EXCEPTIONS WHEN YOU CONJUGATE CERTAIN VERBS WITH “HE”, “SHE” AND “IT”.
1.  When the verb ends with O, S (SS), X, Z, CH, SH, you add “ES” and the end of the verb.
Examples: 	Paul (he) fixes cars.
		My mom (she) kisses me before I go to school.
		He always watches TV after school.
                        She does her homework (verb to do).

2. When the verb ends with a consonant (C, D, F, V…) and the letter “Y”, the “Y” becomes “IES”
Examples: 	The bird (it) flies (verb to fly)
		James Bond spies on people (verb to spy)
		He studies very hard (verb to study)

3. When the verb ends with a vowel (A, E, I, …) and the letter “Y”, the verb simple takes an “S”.
Example: 	She plays
		The baby enjoys the game.
		The man buys a magazine every week.

4. Other verbs simply change their form when you conjugate them with “He”, “She” or “it”.
To have 	= 	He has
